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2005 Miss Texas Program -  Local Age and Education Eligibility

The age/education requirements per the 2004-2005 Miss America State-Local Contestant Contract are as follows (Note: Both Sections 2.2 and 2.5 have been slightly adjusted for better understanding within this “2005 Miss Texas Program – Local Age and Education Eligibility” document):

· (Section 2.2)  “I am currently ____ years of age.  I was born on _______________, 19___.  I understand that, in order to be eligible to compete, I must (1) have been at least seventeen (17) years of age at the time of my first appearance in the preliminary round of the local or state competition that I am entering in anticipation of … [the September 2005] National Finals, and (2) be no older than twenty-four (24) years of age on September 30, 2005….  A copy of my birth certificate is included with Attachment A, the Supplemental Fact Sheet.”

· (Section 2.5)  Education. In order to be eligible to compete, I must be a high school graduate or have successfully completed the G.E.D. testing program for high school equivalency or have successfully completed the academic requirements for entry into a four year college/university degree program by July 30th …2005.”

Sunday, March 13, 2005 is the last day that a Miss Texas local preliminary pageant may be held if the contestant is to compete in the 2005 Miss Texas Scholarship Pageant.
Keeping the above requirements and dates in mind, the following information serves to help with determining whether or not a contestant is eligible to compete in the 2005 Miss Texas Program in terms of age eligibility:

All contestants who compete in 2005 Miss Texas local preliminary pageants must be born on or after October 1, 1980 and no later than March 14, 1988.  Contestants must also have reached 17 years of age by the first day of any local preliminary pageant in which the contestant competes. 
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
